Please submit 1 DVD with 7 to 10 minutes of material from of the
project proposed, accompanied by an information sheet indicating collaborators, performers, location, date,
and any other information you think is important for the panel to be aware of.
Clearly mark your DVD and test it on different players to ensure that it works. We recommend that you test
your video in a DVD player, as well as a computer other than the one that the DVD was authored on.
If your DVD includes a menu, please make sure the menu works on both players.
